assistance, food pantry, etc), vision, and
specialty care; and many are moving toward an
integrated medical/behavioral/oral health model
of care. Some clinics are stand-alone and offer
only medical or dental, or a limited range of
services.

Safety net clinics that offer dental services saw
88,174 unduplicated patients in 2015 — nearly
32% of the overall safety net patient population
—during 166,845 patient visits.

E.C. Tyree Health and Dental Clinic

private insurance. They provide primary dental
care services to all individuals —regardless of

a patient’s ability to pay — and they utilize

a sliding fee scale for patients with limited
incomes — up to 200% of the Federal Poverty
Level. Dental care is provided by 13 Federally
Qualified Health Centers at multiple locations,
4 primary care clinics, 3 stand-alone dental
clinics, and 1 pediatric comprehensive primary
care practice. In 2017, at least 2 additional
FQHCs will be adding dental services, and some
safety net clinics will be contemplating the
addition of oral health services in the primary
care setting. |
